Nozzle tapped into the charge air crossover to the inlet manifold. Nozzle is a #3, which at 100psi will deliver 3 gallons per hour to the engine. I am operating at up to 40psi, which will deliver somewhat less water to the engine.
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Accelerator control of WI is by a reed switch glued metal work (contact adhesive) near the accelerator linkages. A magnet is glued (with contact adhesive) onto the linkage is used to start WI pump when throttle is near to Kick Down location.
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The terminal block is glued to the inlet manifold with contact adhesive.
